The meeting started with the welcome address by the Member Secretary Dr S K Vatsa principal KV IIT G to the members of the committee. He introduced the new teacher member.  In his speech, he specially thanked Prof. Gautam Barua Chairman VMC for paying special attention in procuring the necessary requirements at the earliest possible time. 
Agenda Point 1: The principal presented the Action Taken Report (ATR) of the previous VMC Meeting giving the details of the infrastructural facilities developed in the vidyalaya, such as vinyl flooring in computer lab, library and Activity Room and the purchase of 2 LCD projectors. He mentioned some works--levelling of playground, development of volley ball court, basket ball court and establishment of NCC Unit were in progress.
Agenda Point 2: The estimate budget for the year 2008 – 09 Rs. 17, 55,000 was proposed and approved by the VMC.  Rs. 6,03,912 a part of the said budget was expended as on 31st July, 08.

Agenda Point 3: In connection with future plan proposed by the principal for construction of additional rooms, the Chairman VMC KV IITG suggested the Member Secretary to submit a detailed requirement of rooms with approx. dimensions to run the two sectioned school in full capacity (including Arts and Commerce Sections) so as to develop the second phase of the building with all amenities.
Agenda Point 4 &5: The Chairman VMC advised the principal to take up white wash of the building and other minor repairs annually and to meet the expenditure from VVN.

Agenda Point 6: The signing of MOU (modified version) will be done after consulting other IIT’s in which KV’s are located.
THE POINTS RAISED BY MEMBERS OF VMC
1.Part time teachers should be appointed at least for a period of 10 months in case if a post is vacant in the month of April, in the commencement of new academic year. Even if a permanent teacher is appointed in the mean time the part time teacher may be allowed to continue till the end of academic year. This sort of arrangement is necessary in places like North East to attract experienced and qualified teachers. To this effect, the VMC passed the following resolution.
Resolution
The Vidyalaya Management Committee in its meeting on 6th September,08 passed a resolution stating that in the context of North Eastern Region where the vacancies exist for  a long period and where the qualified and experienced teachers do not prefer to join these posts on contractual basis as there is no fixed length of period to utilise their services(since their services terminate as soon as a permanent appointment is made ) there may be an arrangement to appoint contractual teachers for a fixed period of time not less than 10 months. The VMC feels, this arrangement naturally attracts qualified and experienced teachers to join Kendriya Vidyalayas on part time basis and it will be beneficial and meaningful in the interest of students.
Even in case if any permanent appointment is made the services of these contractual teachers may be continued until the assured period is expired

2. The VMC has adopted a resolution for a new additional section for class X for the year 2009-10.

3. Prof. P K Bora, a member of VMC suggested to encourage students more to participate in National Level Competitions. The vidyalaya principal clarified that good number of students are being encouraged to take part in all such competitions organised by KVS, CBSE and other organisations recognised by central/state   governments. 
4. Another member felt that the academic activity was affected in the months of August and September. The member secretary in his reply explained that KV’s are generally busy with co curricular activities such as exhibitions (social Science and Science) and Games and Sports in these months that partially affect the regular teaching.
